   This is one of the industry’s, and thus one of the hobby’s, standard 

boxes. Diamond Match Co. has been cranking them out since 1959, and 

it’s been their main commercial box for individual businesses ever 

since. It measures 2” x 4” when opened and was Diamond’s equivalent 

of Universal’s American Ace, but, in my opinion, it’s never been quite 

as slick as the American Ace box....and, as a collector, I always 

appreciate Ace boxes more than Pocketboxes when it comes to opening 

the dang things. Ace boxes almost always open easily and cleanly, 

whereas Pocketboxes...
